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INTERVIEW TRANSCRIPT:  ROCCO MEDIATE
Thursday, June 27, 2013
Q.  Well, how'd it go?  What'd you finish?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  I shot even.  I had a good putt on 7, a good putt on 9 and it would have been awesome to make those.  Missed a couple fairways, a couple greens.  The golf course is amazing how wet it was.  It was soaked, but it played awesome.

Q.  What were those on 7 and 9? 
ROCCO MEDIATE:  Six‑footers.  Shit.

Q.  Did you think we would play this much golf today?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  No, I didn't think there was a chance, but I'm glad we're done.  We're on schedule so far, it's awesome.  And tomorrow we split them?

Q.  Split them, starting at 8:50. 
ROCCO MEDIATE:  Perfect.  Yeah, it's good.

Q.  You seem pretty happy with the way the course is.
ROCCO MEDIATE:  I wish I could blame it on the course, but I can't, it's me.

Q.  With the current conditions, what presented the biggest challenge to you out there today?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  The fairways played really wide, which is good.  The greens played even bigger than they really are because you could fly it at the hole.  There was no challenge, it was just about making putts.  It was good, it was perfect.

Q.  Was it tough controlling spin at all?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  I played a lot of longer clubs than I normally play and they come right back to me, a lot of 25‑footers.

Q.  You played the longer clubs to go over or to take some of the spin off?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  To take the juice off and go back.  Everybody had to play it.  That was interesting because some of these holes I drove so far down there, I had little short clubs in, so it was hard to ‑‑ I had a lot of really good‑looking shots that ended up 25 feet and they're hard to make those.  But it was good.  The golf course is ‑‑ you can't ask for any better with what went through.

Q.  Did you start with 10 straight pars, is that correct?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  I have no idea actually.  I started with 10 straight pars and made a birdie.  I had about a 12‑foot eagle putt on 2.

Q.  Really.
ROCCO MEDIATE:  Dang it.  Why are you reminding me about this?  I two‑putted on 2 and I lipped it out from the fairway on, what's the one before the Redan? 

Q.  5, the little one.
ROCCO MEDIATE:  5.

Q.  You hit something short off the tee?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  I hit a hybrid and a wedge, caught the edge, hit it 25 feet past the hole, drew it back in there, it just lipped out.  Those are the only two birdies I made.

Q.  So the lip‑out was on the way?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  Yeah, it should have went down.  So my two birdies were a two‑putt and a fucking two‑footer.  But I made ‑‑ I did make a couple good par putts early trying to roast them in there and rolled it by four, five feet and made a couple coming back.

Q.  Did you make one on 18, a pretty long par putt?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  I did.

Q.  How long was that?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  At least 30 feet.

Q.  That long?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  It hit the flagstick, it was a gorgeous pretty little wedge in there.  But that's what happens.  I shouldn't have aimed at the flagstick, it's my problem, because if it misses, it's probably a five‑footer and I might miss that, so I might have still made ‑‑

Q.  Just your fault for being too accurate.
ROCCO MEDIATE:  Exactly.  I don't know what the hell's the matter with me.

Q.  Did you ever play with him?
ROCCO MEDIATE:  Stads?  Oh, yeah, many times.  Stads played beautifully.  He started off double bogey, bogey.  I think he shot even.

Q.  Yeah.
ROCCO MEDIATE:  He played great, he played great all day.  It was a good day.  I mean, if I go out and make a couple tomorrow and shoot some under‑par scores, you can get back in the game, you never know.

Q.  Speculation, what kind of scores ‑‑
ROCCO MEDIATE:  I don't even know what's leading.

Q.  5.
ROCCO MEDIATE:  Who's leading?

Q.  Huston.  
ROCCO MEDIATE:  Atta boy.

Q.  The birdie machine.
ROCCO MEDIATE:  It's awesome stuff.  We've been doing a little bit of work here, so you never know.
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
