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INTERVIEW TRANSCRIPT:   JOHN HUSTON
Friday, June 28, 2013
DAVE SENKO:  John, 9‑under now with how many left?

JOHN HUSTON:  I've got three holes left.

DAVE SENKO:  Three holes.  And where were you when they blew the horn?

JOHN HUSTON:  I just actually holed out from the fairway ‑‑ from the rough on 15.  So I was close to the clubhouse.

DAVE SENKO:  Maybe just talk about your day and then we'll get some questions.

JOHN HUSTON:  Well, I started off, I missed a couple of short putts early.  I had a really good chance at eagle on 2 and 3‑putted, and then I missed a short par putt on 3, so I didn't get off to the greatest start.  Then I had a good stretch and made some birdies, but drove it in the rough on No. 9 and hit the green, but it was a long ways away and I 3‑putted there, so a little up and down on the front.  And then really wasn't doing anything until I made a nice putt on 14 in the front edge and following that I holed it from 100 yards on 15 out of the rough.  So it's a good way to finish.

DAVE SENKO:  What did you use?

JOHN HUSTON:  I hit a sand wedge 100 yards.

JOHN HUSTON:  You never know.  I was hitting it pretty good.  Some of the holes were hard to get close to just because the ball was spinning so much, but for as much rain as we had it's held up pretty well.

JOHN HUSTON:  That was a more memorable one, I guess, but this one was pretty shocking because it flew in the hole and just stayed there.

Q   How's the back today?
JOHN HUSTON:  I feel pretty good.  Not quite as good as yesterday, but I think the early start had more to do with that.  But once I got going I felt pretty good.

Q   What's your mindset for tomorrow morning going into a day with a lot of golf? 
JOHN HUSTON:  Well, you know, fortunately I've only got three holes to finish for second round, so it's not going to be that much more golf.  But once again it's probably going to be a long day.  There's a good chance we'll probably have to do this again tomorrow.  So the maintenance crew has done a great job of making the course playable.

Q   Does the fact that you may have a shorter day than some others put you at an advantage?
JOHN HUSTON:  I don't know if it does or not.  I mean, you certainly could get some momentum going and really have a good day, but I'm glad because the way my back is, the less that I can play and have to walk ‑‑ the walking more than anything I think, that's good for me.

Q   (Inaudible.) 
JOHN HUSTON:  Maybe might take away some of the momentum, but I think the course will be very similar, so I think I heard him say he has a long putt to start off the day, which is always tough, but if he 2‑putts that, he'll have just as good a chance to have the same momentum finishing.  There are some birdie chances coming down still.

Q   John, how long was the putt on 14 that you made?  And I know this is probably true in general, but is the rough more manageable like from 120 in than as opposed to ‑‑ 
JOHN HUSTON:  If you've got a longer shot, with as wet as it is, it's hard to get the ball to go anywhere.  So I had a good lie on that last hole on 15 and only hit a sand wedge so made a big difference, yeah, on the right.

Q   John, with your ability to make birdies in bunches, does that make a round like Fred had, does that make that less intimidating because you know you can make birdies too and kind of hang with him? 
JOHN HUSTON:  I think everybody at some point, if they're playing well, they're going to have a good stretch and have a chance to make a bunch of birdies just because the course is soft.  It really hasn't slowed the greens down that much.  They were still pretty quick today.  So I think if it's going to be this soft, you're going to have to keep going forward and just, you know, there's a long ways to go still.

DAVE SENKO:  Okay, all right.  Thank you, John.
