1st ROUND INTERVIEW TRANSCRIPT:  WILLIE WOOD

WILLIE WOOD:  It was playing hard into the wind.  This is the first time I've ever played Shoal Creek with any wind blowing.  We usually play in completely still conditions, so it had some tricky swirling winds out there, that's the reasons the scores are a little bit higher.

Q.  Explain that to us a little bit then how the wind was working out there. 
WILLIE WOOD:  Well, I guess it runs through the chutes of the fairways and then it hits the trees and it swirls around and all of a sudden you think you're down and you're in.  So it can mess with your mind a little bit and affect your club selection quite a bit.  You just had to be patient and try to get a little bit lucky.

Q.  Golf's a tough enough game as it is without having to worry about that, right?
WILLIE WOOD:  It is, it's plenty tough.  I think we're going to have a good sunny weekend and we won't have to worry about that.

Q.  Willie, it's a four‑round tournament, but how good is it to put a score like that up the first day?
WILLIE WOOD:  Oh, very good.  I love the golf course.  With four rounds you just kind of are a little bit more patient because with three it's more of a sprint.  This is a little bit longer race. 
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
