STEPHEN STALLINGS 
 
 
Q.  Stephen, good start to your round.  Probably not the finish you were looking for, 
but can you just talk us through it a little bit? 
 
STEPHEN STALLINGS, JR.:  Yeah, just didn't finish off too well.  I didn't have great speed 
all day today, but I made a lot of good par putts, and I made some putts for birdie obviously.  
I was a little jittery at the beginning, honestly.  I missed one early for a bogey and that kind of 
got me going, as funny as that sounds.  Felt good about the round.  I had a questionable lie 
on 17 and didn't pull it off, so that's the way it goes sometimes.  We've got a lot of golf left. 
 
Q.  How did the course kind of adjust from the morning when it was cooler, wetter to 
it's drying out now? 
 
STEPHEN STALLINGS, JR.:  Yeah, it was pretty firm yesterday in the pro-am and the rain 
softened it, so you could be aggressive this morning.  It's changing a little bit, it's not 
changing that much.  The wind's maybe less of a factor because of the heat, but there's 
some pins you can go at, so it's playing pretty good. 
 
Q.  What was it like playing with your dad in the pro-am yesterday? 
 
STEPHEN STALLINGS, JR.:  Yeah, that was fun.  We had some good guys from Louisville 
playing.  We had a good time.  It was fun.  Got to watch some good golf from my dad.  My 
dad made like six or seven birdies yesterday, he was putting it on. 
 
Q.  So where is your head at now as you get ready to think about Round 2? 
 
STEPHEN STALLINGS, JR.:  Yeah, I've just got to put what happened behind me and 
move on.  Brand new day tomorrow, so see what happens.
