MIGUEL ANGEL JIMENEZ:  No, no, I have no injuries. Everything perfect. But I played 17 
holes, the heat is coming up and it's a beautiful bench, shade. I hit it and I sat down before I 
start walking. 
 
Q.  You looked pretty relaxed there. 
 
MIGUEL ANGEL JIMENEZ:  I am, try to be relaxed all the time. 
 
Q.  Was there something when you drove back in here, you know, fond memories, 
anything? 
 
MIGUEL ANGEL JIMENEZ:  I have fond memory here. I played many, many times WGC 
tournament here on this golf course (inaudible) Being hours and hours delay because of the 
rain. We hope that not coming this week, right? The golf course is fast and is a nice way to 
play the golf course. It's in great conditions and we hope it stays like that all week.
