What is
it about this course that suits you?

WES SHORT, JR.: You know, | think the greens are always usually really nice here. I'm
used to these type of greens and seemed like generally the pressure's off once you made it
to here, so just kind of go out and have a good last tournament of the year. | approached it
the same way this year as | did when it was the top 36.
