THONGCHAI JAIDEE: | think | hit a bit on the heel, that's why the ball keep it low. | think
we going to be past anyway. We tried to get left, | don't want to go right, but hit the 3,
couldn't see my ball and that's why the ball lost it. | think it's okay, the hole, | get the next
one | think is okay. Make good bogey there, I'm really happy with that. And 17, unbelievable.

Q. You'll remember that putt for a long time. It was a great birdie with the second ball
at 16, but now you don't have to worry about status anymore, you're a winner on this
tour. So what are your expectations for the rest of the season?

THONGCHAI JAIDEE: Try to give my best anyway. More importantly, win the tournament, |
think that's a very big thing for me.
