Q.  Max, does it feel like goal number one accomplished, making the weekend and 
giving yourself a chance to get inside the Top-125? 
 
MAX McGREEVY:  Yeah, for sure. I don't think I've made a full point weekend since 
Colonial, so I don't even know how many weeks that's been. I just had a lot of fun this week. 
It's been easier than it has been the last couple of weeks somehow, but just felt good, felt 
relaxed and feels good to finally get four rounds for a week. 
 
Q.  Is there a reason you maybe feel more relaxed? 
 
MAX McGREEVY:  I don't know. I know it's a stressful week, but I know my game's been in 
the right direction the last couple weeks. It hasn't shown at all, but fortunately I've been here 
before, played FootJoy Invitational, so it's a course I have a little bit of knowledge on 
compared to a lot of the others, it's kind of the first time for me, so that helps out a little bit. 
No, it's been nice. Just my fiancee and I and our dog this week. It's just kind of relaxing in a 
sense, just getting out here, taking care of business and going back and relaxing with them.  
 
Q.  What's going to be kind of your mindset, your mentality for the next couple days? 
Will you keep your eye on how things are going, or will you keep your head down, 
play golf and see how it comes out in the end?  
 
MAX McGREEVY:  Yeah, my fiancee should probably take my phone away from me the last 
couple days. I'm pretty bad about checking a lot. I already deleted the PGA Tour app this 
week and Twitter and all that stuff. Honestly, I'll look at it a little bit, but at the same time I 
can only play my game, can't take care of what everybody else does. If I play like I did today 
the next two days, I know I'll be in good shape. 
 
Q.  Max, at 3M we showed you that video on the iPad. How much does today just fold 
into that story and how excited are you to be --  
 
MAX McGREEVY:  Yeah, for sure. I actually had, when I got my PGA Tour card back in 
Omaha last year, I actually had a group of people put together a video for me that my mom 
and my fiancee made for me and we actually kind of watched it again. It was just kind of like 
that video you showed me. I know I've got a lot of support, I know I've got a lot of people that 
trust in me and my golf game, so I need to trust in myself a little more as well. I knew the golf 
game was there and luckily played a couple solid rounds so far this week and hopefully a 
couple more.
