What do you like about this 
course?   
 
We went out and pheasant hunted early in 
the week and spent some time with some good buddies and got hunt a little bit, which 
was fun.  
 
And I like this golf course.  Got to pay attention to what you're doing out there.  When 
you get some of crosswinds it's hard to get ball in the fairway, and then the greens can 
be pretty trick.  It sets up well for me.  It's not overly long.  It's been fairly firm.  It 
softened up a little bit with the rain, but for the most part the golf ball is still going far 
enough for me to compete.

I looked up there and there are a lot of guys that 
will be within a few shots of the lead, and guys that might tee off hour and a half earlier 
than the leaders.  Got to go out there and play really well.  Depending on what the wind 
does tomorrow, if it lays down a little bit it'll be a shootout and a lot of fun for the fans.
