Had to
basically chunk and roll an 8-iron, try to get it up there because | couldn't fly anything up
there. | just, | just went brain dead on that first -- | had to hit it so hard and it was down grain
back there. | just basically stopped, but that was my only bogey the entire time, | think.

JERRY KELLY: Yeah. I'm happy with the way | played.

Q. Take me through that last green. You know you're in a tight race. How long were
those two putts?
