JACQUES KRUYSWIJK:  Yeah, it feels pretty damn good, I'm not gonna lie. This course 
suits my game really well. This remind me a lot of some South African courses back home. 
The weather's super humid and hot. We've got hot weather back home, not so humid, but 
this is quite familiar.
