Q. Davis, bogey-free 9 under today, | guess take us through that first half, that 29 on
the way out.

DAVIS CHATFIELD: Yeah, just got off to a hot start and birdied | think my first four.
Obviously it's nice when you start like that, you take it when it comes. Yeah, I'm happy with
how | kept the pedal down, didn't let it up. Yeah, happy with how everything went today.

Q. And what worked well for your game today? Were you knocking it close or just
making a lot of putts?

DAVIS CHATFIELD: | made a couple long putts, but mainly just hitting it inside 10 feet and
converting on those. It was nice to see them roll in.

Q. You had a top-5 here last year. Anything in particular about this course that you
think kind of lines up well for your game?

DAVIS CHATFIELD: Kind of feels like home golf to me. | mean, | spent a lot of time in
Chicago, Notre Dame's two hours away so obviously spent a lot of weekends here. Yeah, |
mean, | think this course really suits me and I'm looking forward to the next couple days.

DAVIS CHATFIELD: My family actually flew in today and yesterday, so it's good to have
them out there always.

Q. At the start of the year we kind of talked coming in this year how you would focus
on maybe putting on some weight as we get to prepare for the season, as you said
you kind of lose some through it. Have you felt as we're kind of going through the
grind of the season now that it's kind of paid off and maybe the body feels a little
better than it did at this time last year?
