So it was nice to get three days to where I 
could just build up into it, kind of play tournament golf, which I feel that's kind of my strong 
suit is over a three- or four-day period. So it felt great this week. 
 
Q.  Now, do you have to go into Sioux Falls going, OK, we need three more days to 
get to Pebble?
