GARRICK HIGGO   ( -13)

Q.  What's your kind of objective for this last portion of the year? You already won 
this year.  
 
GARRICK HIGGO:  Yeah, it would be nice to win again. 
 
Q.  Always. 
 
GARRICK HIGGO:  Yeah. 
 
Q.  Five more times would be good. 
 
GARRICK HIGGO:  Yeah, as much as possible. I don't really have like -- I mean it would be 
nice to get as high up on the FedEx as we can, but I just want to keep building on what I did 
this year. I tore my labrum in my hip in April so I took five weeks off in the middle, after the 
PAC I took five weeks off so I'm just trying to get some momentum back from that. 
 
Q.  Was that wear and tear or did you do something --  
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GARRICK HIGGO:  I think so. It happened Korn Ferry week in Savannah, so before 
Puntacana. I was just doing a simple stretch and I felt a pretty big pop. It wasn't great.  
 
Q.  Did you ever think about stop stretching? 
 
GARRICK HIGGO:  It wasn't even that big of a stretch, like it was just one of these, like 
literally --

GARRICK HIGGO:  Yeah, it's fine now. I've avoided surgery. 
 
Q.  I think we'll see what Ben does on 18, but are you close enough? What are you 
looking forward to tomorrow? 
 
GARRICK HIGGO:  I think so, I think I'm close enough. This course, the greens get a little 
bumpy, like they weren't great the last couple holes.
